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Tourism Update

Visitor Arrivals By Air Continue To Rise

The figures released by Immigration Office, Tribhuvan International Airport (TIA) reveal that
visitor arrivals in the month of August 2009, compared to the same month last year, have
increased by 5% to 27,676,

In August this year, there has been a robust growth of 879 in tourist arrivals from China. Simi-
larly, the arrivals from |apan, Singapore, South Korea and Thailand have also increased by 27%,
44%, 21% and 9% respectively. The Asian markets to decline in this month were Malaysia (139%)
and Chinese Taipei (219). In aggregate the Asian segment has registered a positive growth of
26%.

In the SAARC region, arrivals from Bangladesh and Pakistan have witnessed positive growth of
23% and 229% respectively.

An overall positive growth of 11% has been observed from the European markets with arrivals
from France up by 9% , Germany by 3439, The Netherlands by 20%, Spain by 9% and Denmark
by 50%. The only market to decline in this month was the UK by 24%.

Tourist arrivals from New Zealand and Canada have also registered robust growth of 229% and
88% respectively. The arrivals from United 5tates of America remained stable whereas the Austra-
lian market declined by 4 % compared to the same month last year.

This is the third consecutive month Nepal has witnessed positive growth in the international tour-
ist arrivals. Recovery in the arrivals to Nepal in the beginning of second half of 2009 is in line with
the marginal improvement observed in some of the economies. Moreover, it also reflects the
rebounding confidence of the international tour operators and the resilient nature of tourism
economy.

A total of 33,685 foreign tourists departed from TIA in August 2009 up by 20% compared to the
same month last year. The number of Nepalese arrivals stood at 46,852 while 51,653 Nepalese
departed from TIA in August 2009,
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Direct Amsterdam-Kathmandu Flights From October 2009

Arke Fly of the Netherlands is planning to launch a direct flight from Holland to Nepal from Octo
ber 2009, Earlier, Transavia and Martin Air used to fly from the Dutch capital to Kathmandu. The
increased air connectivity to Nepal from market hubs of Europe such as Holland would bring posi-
tive effect on the resurgence of tourism in Mepal. Stating that Nepal has adopted a liberal and
open sky policy in view of the landlocked status of the nation, he said that Arke Fly would be able
to tap the already existing market demand for direct air connection to Nepal and that their
venture would lead to success.

Chief Executive Officer of Arke Fly Steven Vander Heijden spoke of Holland's past experience in
direct flight operation to Nepal and said that the decision taken by his company to launch flights
to Nepal from October 2009 draws a lot from those experiences. Plans are ta launch one flight per
week in the beginning, which could be increased as per the market demand in the future,

He underlined the magnetic charms of Nepal as a tourist destination and showed his commitment
to launch the flight at the stipulated time.

Kathmandu-Hong Kong Flights To Increase

Dragonair announced new arrangement for its services to Dhaka and Kathmandu starting from
October 07, which would offer passengers travelling to and from Nepal a greater number of
flights per week to choose from. The night flight to Kathmandu from Hong Kong and the return
same midnight flight from Kathmandu will both operate via Dhaka.

The new arrangement will bring improved service benefits to passengers travelling between Hong
Kong and Kathmandu with frequency increasing to five times a week from the existing thrice-
weekly service. Moreover, the flight will be operated using an A3 30 aircraft which offers greater
capacity for both passenger and cargo.
